7th graders with  

birthdates after 12/31/2000 have the option to play either Majors or Juniors; the choice applies 

for BOTH the regular season and tournament play.) 

All players signing up before the deadline will be guaranteed a spot on a team.  

 After the deadline a $25 late fee will be added per player if space is still available in 

his/her age group.  

 Due to scheduling, we will waive the late fee for Challenger and T-Ball divisions.  

 Due to scholastic tryouts, we will waive the late fee for Juniors, Seniors and Big League 

divisions in both softball and baseball.
